(CMP), staff in ICU units, notifying clinicians, laboratory staff, public health doctors, nurses,
surveillance scientists, microbiologists and administrative staff.

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3,136 outbreaks have been reported from Week 26 2021 onwards (week beginning 27/06/2021;
fourth wave of COVID-19 infection in Ireland) and key outbreak locations are as follows:
e 793 (25.3%) were reported in private houses*
o 124 (4%) were reported in hospitals
e 116 (3.7%) were reported in nursing homes
e 19(1.6%) were reported in community hospital/long-stay units
e 151 (4.8%) were reported in residential institutions
e 1,933 (61.6%) were reported in a range of other settings, including workplaces (n=419, 13.3%),
schools (n=327, 10.4%), childcare facility (n=202, 6.4%), retail outlets (n=147, 4.7%) social
gathering (n=114, 3.6%). See Table 1 for further details.

1,932 outbreaks have been closed and 1,204 outbreaks are open (501 private house outbreaks and
703 outbreaks in all other locations) (See Appendix 1, Table A for breakdown of outbreaks by
location and outbreak status. Note that it is common practice not to close private house outbreaks
on CIDR due to the large volume of outbreaks in this category).

20,513 COVID-19 outbreaks have been reported in Ireland since week 10, 2020 (Figure 1).

In Week 44 2021, there were 173 COVID-19 outbreaks notified:

e The overall number of outbreaks notified in Week 44 increased by 45% compared to Week 43
2021

e There were ten acute hospital outbreaks notified

e There were three nursing home outbreaks notified

e There were two community hospital/long-stay unit outbreaks notified

e There were 20 residential institution outbreaks notified

e There were six outbreaks associated with other healthcare services

e There were seven outbreaks associated with childcare facilities notified

e There were two outbreaks associated with third-level students notified

e There were 34 outbreaks associated with schools notified but 32 of these occurred during
May and June 2021 (2020/21 academic year) and were retrospectively notified.

e There were six outbreaks associated with social gatherings (excluding one third-level student
outbreak)

e There were five outbreaks associated with retail settings

e There were 24 outbreaks associated with workplaces including ten associated with
manufacturing, four in the commercial sector, four in office settings and the remaining six in
other settings

e The remaining 54* outbreaks included private houses (n=39), religious/other ceremony
(n=3), extended family (n=2), travel/transport related (n=1), public house (n=3), hotel (n=3),
restaurant/café (n=1), personal grooming (n=1) and other locations (n=1)

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There have been 784 outbreaks in nursing homes and community hospital/long stay units, with 18,130 linked laboratory confirmed COVID-19 cases, notified in

Ireland since 01/03/2020.

From 27/06/2021 to 06/11/2021, 135 outbreaks in nursing homes or community hospital/long-stay units have been notified and 66 of these outbreaks remain open.
A total of 1,995 laboratory confirmed cases linked to outbreaks in nursing homes or community hospital/long-stay units have been notified. Of those cases, 139
were hospitalised, none were admitted to ICU, and 135 cases died (Table 3).

There were three new outbreaks reported in a nursing homes and two in community hospital/long-term care facilities during Week 44 2021

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There were 548 outbreaks in acute hospitals, with 6,558 linked laboratory confirmed COVID-19 cases, notified in Ireland since 01/03/2020.

From 27/06/2021 to 06/11/2021, 124 outbreaks in acute hospitals have been notified and 50 of these outbreaks remain open. A total of 729 laboratory confirmed
cases linked to outbreaks in acute hospitals have been notified. Of those, 12 were admitted to ICU and 63 died (Table 5). Cases were reported to be a healthcare
worker (HCW) in 225 cases, not a HCW in 338 cases and HCW status was unknown for the remaining cases (Figure 4).

There were ten new outbreaks reported in acute hospitals during Week 44 2021

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There were 574 outbreaks in residential institutions, with 3,657 linked laboratory confirmed COVID-19 cases, notified in Ireland since 01/03/2020.

From 27/06/2021 to 06/11/2021, 125 outbreaks in residential institutions have been notified and 65 of these outbreaks remain open. There were 526 laboratory
confirmed cases linked to outbreaks in residential institutions. Of those, 22 cases were hospitalised, two were admitted to ICU and 5 cases died (Table 6). The
majority of residential institution outbreaks were notified in centres for disabilities, with 77 outbreaks and 387 confirmed linked cases notified since Week 26 2021.

There were 13 new outbreaks reported in centres for disabilities, two in Children’s / TUSLA residential centres and one in a centre for older people residential
institutions during Week 44 2021.

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There were 255 outbreaks associated with Other Healthcare settings, with 977 linked laboratory confirmed COVID-19 cases, notified in Ireland since 01/03/2020.

This brief overview of COVID-19 outbreaks in other healthcare settings notified up to midnight on 06/11/2021 (Table 7). Since week 26 2021 there have been 63

outbreaks associated with other healthcare services with 160 confirmed linked cases.

In week 44 there were two new outbreaks associated with home care services and four associated with other healthcare services.

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There were 790 outbreaks associated with the below described vulnerable populations, with 7640 linked laboratory confirmed COVID-19 cases, notified in Ireland

since 01/03/2020.

This brief overview of COVID-19 outbreaks in vulnerable populations/settings only includes outbreaks involving the Roma community, Irish Travellers, outbreaks in

Direct Provision Centres, facilities for the homeless/those with addiction issues and prisons notified up to midnight on 06/11/2021 (Table 8).

There were ten new outbreaks reported in vulnerable populations during Week 44 2021:

e Two in the homeless population

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There were 1106 outbreaks in schools, with 4516 linked laboratory confirmed COVID-19 cases; 217 outbreaks in universities colleges/third-level students, with 2242
linked laboratory confirmed COVID-19 cases; 599 outbreaks in childcare facilities, with 2892 linked laboratory confirmed COVID-19 cases, notified in Ireland since
01/03/2020.

In total, 542 COVID-19 outbreaks associated with school children (+/- staff), universities/colleges/third level students and childcare facilities have been notified from
27/06/2021 up to midnight on 06/11/2021 (Table 9).

During Week 44 2021, there were 34 COVID-19 outbreaks associated with school children +/- staff, however 32 of these outbreaks occurred during May and June
2021 (2020/21 academic year) and were retrospectively notified. There were seven COVID-19 outbreaks associated with childcare facilities and two outbreaks
associated with third level students (one in a University/College setting and one in a social gathering setting).

2. For surveillance purposes, the following COVID-19 outbreak definition is used for
notifying COVID-19 outbreaks/clusters:

Confirmed*

e There is a cluster/outbreak, with two or more cases of laboratory confirmed COVID-19
infection regardless of symptom status. This includes cases with symptoms and cases who
are asymptomatic.

OR

e There is a cluster/outbreak, with two or more cases of illness with symptoms consistent

with COVID-19 infection (as per the COVID-19 case definition), and at least one person is a

confirmed case of COVID-19.
* From September 215t 2020, suspected COVID outbreaks should be reported with the disease category ‘Acute
Respiratory Infection (ARI)’. If one or more cases linked to the outbreak are subsequently confirmed as COVID-19, the
ARI outbreak should be reclassified to being a COVID-19 outbreak. Outbreaks of suspected COVID-19 which were
notified before September 215t 2020, and met the previous COVID-19 outbreak definition should remain as COVID-19
outbreaks on CIDR.

3. This report includes confirmed and suspected COVID-19 outbreaks.

4. An “Open” or “Closed” outbreak is defined as an outbreak where the outbreak status is
“Open” or “Closed” on CIDR. In order to declare an outbreak “Closed” the outbreak
location should not have experienced any new cases of infection which meet the case
definition for a period of 28 days (two incubation periods).

5. Outbreak type (family/general) indicates whether an outbreak is confined to a family
(family outbreak) or affects members of more than one household (general outbreak).

6. The “range in number of cases” presented in Tables 3, 5, and 6-9 is based on laboratory
confirmed cases linked to an outbreak in CIDR. The priority is to notify outbreaks to CIDR
in a timely fashion and, while every effort is made to link cases to outbreaks as quickly as
possible, there can sometimes be a delay in linking cases to the outbreak. Ranges in
number of cases that include “0” include outbreaks that currently have no linked cases.
Data in CIDR are continuously reviewed and updated and this includes the identification
and linking of outbreak-associated cases.
