The following report provides information on COVID-19 outbreaks/clusters notified on CIDR to midnight
December 18t 2021 (week 40) and extracted from CIDR at 1:30 pm on December 20t 2021.

Data are provisional and subject to ongoing review, validation and updating. For this reason, data reported
may not match data previously reported or outbreaks data reported in the future for the same time period.
Furthermore, the number of linked cases is based on the number of linked cases at the time of extraction
from CIDR and an outbreak may increase in size since the time of extraction.

Sincere thanks are extended to all those who are participating in the collection of data and reporting of
data used in this report, particularly under the current challenging circumstances. This includes the HSE
COVID-19 Contact Management Programme (CMP), staff in ICU units, notifying clinicians, laboratory staff,
Public Health doctors, Nurses, Surveillance Scientists, Microbiologists and Administrative staff.

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In wave 4, the number of linked cases of all
ages peaked at 226 cases in week 35,
followed by a sharp decline from week 43
(week beginning 24/10/2021) to just 20
linked cases in week 50. This is likely due to
administration of the booster vaccine which

commenced for residents in week 40

Across wave 4, 57% (1462/2559) of linked
cases were 65 years of age or more —this
was lower in weeks 44-46 at 41%, and likely
reflects the earlier implementation of
booster vaccine for residents compared to

staff at these facilities
