Maintain a distance of at least 3 feet from the person (unless the person is
vomiting—then maintain a distance of 7-10 feet) :

2. Isolate the person (e.g. Move the person into a side room, ideally with a telephone to enable

:3. Call an ambulance. Tell them that the ill person has recently returned from a VHF-affected area.

4, Hand-washing with soap and water is an important method for protecting yourself and your
